Consecutive Interpretation Exercises
The goal of the exercises is to prepare you for a more efficient approach – including memory work, time/chunk management, strategies of reduction and making up as well as summarizing techniques – to interpretation proper.

0. You read aloud in English, pausing mid-sentence. The remaining students endeavour to arrive at the largest number of grammatically sound alternative versions of the rest of the sentence.

00. You (Student A) say a word, Student B must offer a synonym as quickly as possible. Student A or Student C does the same on the basis of Student B’s offering.

01. Read an article from a newspaper and summarize it in one long sentence, consisting of a number of (subordinate) clauses.
1. Improvise for three minutes on the topic of marketing/HRD/teacher’s vicious ways etc.. 

2. Write down FIVE different items (prepare 5 sets) – fruit, numbers, cars etc. – and have your friends repeat them (in any order) after you’ve read them out.

3. Tell a story from your school/work/class etc. and have someone translate it sentence after sentence.

4. Read a passage from a speech and have someone summarize it paragraph after paragraph in the source language.

5. Read a passage from a speech and have someone summarize the whole passage in the source language.

6. Read a passage from a speech and have someone summarize it paragraph after paragraph in the target language.

7. Read a passage from a speech and have someone summarize the whole passage in the target language.

8. Read a sentence from the source language text and have someone repeat it word for word.

9. Read a sentence from the target language text and have someone repeat it word for word.

10. Listen to one minute chunk in the target language and make notes including 5 key words ONLY.

11. Listen to one minute chunk in the source language and make notes including 5 key words ONLY.

12. “Chill-out” interpreting may include the following areas:

· personal narratives (sth that happened to me)

· general narratives (e.g. newspapers accounts of criminal events)

· political narrative (e.g. events surrounding scandal/outbreak of war, etc.)

· general speeches (simple political speech)

· more abstract political speeches
